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Abstract

This paper examines the effect of labour immigration on physical health issue in Thailand
in both on total health issue and health issue divided in different communicable diseases in
Thailand. The research also investigates the effect in both on total mental health issue and
different mental health issue in Thailand. Using the data of 77 provincial level data in Thailand
from 2016-2021, the result show that labour immigration has a significant effect on health issue
in Thailand including respiratory diseases, insect-borne diseases, sexually transmitted disease, and
other communicable diseases. The study finds that labour immigration will significantly increase
the total number of patients in respiratory disease, influenza, chikungunya virus diseases, syphilis,
and other communicable diseases comprising haemorrhagic conjunctivitis, Hand-Foot-and Mouth
disease, melioidosis, scarlet fever and fever of unknown origin; while reduce number of patients
in vaccine preventable communicable diseases and hepatitis B. The study also found that
economic condition, poverty, health care infrastructure, technological infrastructure, health risk
behaviour, gender and age also have a significant impact on the health issue in Thailand.
Considering the effect on mental health issues, the result show that labour immigration
significantly reduce mental health issued related with drug addition; while the effect is not
significant on other type of mental health. The study also finds that unemployment condition,
education, healthcare infrastructure, technological infrastructure, health risk behaviour, gender

and age also have a significant effect on the mental health issue in Thailand.
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
