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Abstract

This research aims to examine the effect of globalization on poverty and income inequality
in Thailand from 2015-2021, using provincial level data from 77 provinces in the country. The
study also investigates the effect of an overall globalization and different types of Globalization,
namely economic globalization, social globalization, and political globalization on poverty and
inequality in the country. The study applies System-GMM estimation technique for the model
estimation.

The result shows that the overall globalization reduces poverty and income inequality in
Thailand. Moreover, when considering different types of globalizations separately, the result
shows that economic and social globalization can decrease poverty and inequality in the country.
In particular, financial globalization as well as social globalization, which are globalization in
interpersonal and information, help reduces both poverty and inequality. Political globalization
is found to reduce only poverty in the country. The result also finds that economic growth,
unemployment, inflation, health service and technological infrastructure are important factors
affecting poverty and inequality in the country. This research findings can be beneficial for policy
makers and governments in Thailand in developing the policy and economic planning to reducing
poverty and inequality in the country. Furthermore, the findings can be guidelines for Thai

population to adapt themselves for future globalization.
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
