Abstract

This study examines the factors determining household expenditure on gambling in Thailand. To
achieve the objective, the panel analysis using data of 5 regions over the period 2009-2021 is
adopted. The findings indicate that cash provided by the government is statistically and positively
related with the gambling expenditure of household. As cash received from state increases,
households spend more on gambling. The results also show an inverted U relationship between
expenditure on gambling and household income. Up to a specific level, the gambling spending

decrease as household income increases.
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
