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Abstract

As a result of the COVID-19 epidemic, the number of homeless people in many
countries, including Thailand, has increased. It is due to the economic downturn
Including the more serious unemployment problem. This research aims to study
factors affecting homelessness by estimating the equation that shows the determinants
of homeless rates. The independent variables include unemployment rate, minimum
wage, average household expenses, land appraisal price, average years of schooling,
mean of O-NET test scores, proportion of the elderly population, proportion of patients
with schizophrenia, proportion of people with disabilities, proportion of COVID-19
patients, proportion of patients with alcoholism, urbanization rate, maximum

temperature and precipitation.

The data used in the analysis were cross-sectional data across provinces in
Thailand, 2022. The result of the estimated regression equation using the ordinary least
squares method revealed that an increase of average household expenses, proportion
of the elderly population, or the proportion of COVID-19 patients has resulted in an
increase in the rate of homelessness. While an increase in the average years of
schooling, which means a higher average education level of the population, will reduce

the homeless rate.
