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Abstract

This research aims to investigate the structure of production and distribution and the
international production networks in the hard disk drive (HDD) industry in Thailand. The study
also explores the economic impacts of a reduction in the Thai HDD exports and uses an input-
output of Thailand for the year 2015 which has been updated to reflect the structure of the

Thai economy in the year 2018.

The results of this study indicated that in 2018, the Thai HDD industry had a
contribution of 0.79 percent to GDP and had strong upstream linkages to many industries with
a backward multiplier of 1.70, but had weak downstream linkages with a forward multiplier of
1.00. Moreover, the simulation analysis of a 1% reduction in the Thai HDD exports from the
baseline (equivalent to 1,048.02 million baht) will lead to a 0.0054% decrease in domestic
output in Thailand (equivalent to 1,782.23 million baht) and a 0.0050% decrease in Thailand’s
GDP (equivalent to 696.60 million baht). Major industries which will tend to have adverse
economic impacts include the industries of electrical appliances, and electrical apparatuses

and supplies; non-metallic products; paper products and printing; and mining and quarrying.
